R ) Remove yourself and others from immediate danger

A — Alarm — Raise the alarm by either activating a “break glass” alarm and/or notify Chief
Warden / Ring Emergency Services ‘111’

(After hours contact Emergency Services immediately on 111°)

C > Contain the fire — If competent in use of fire extinguishers and safe to do so, attack
the fire OR work on containing the fire by closing doors around the fire affected area
E — Evacuate — If the fire cannot be controlled, inform others in vicinity and evacuate
premises
